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Dear muslims, fear Allah and be mindful of him, and obey
him and do not disobey him and know that you will meet
him! Allah says: (And take provisions, but indeed,
the best provision is Tagqwa of Allah).
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Dear Muslims: From the wisdom of Allah the Almighty is
that He varies between seasons, between day and night,
cold and heat, rain and drought, and length and shortness!
Allah says (It is Allah Who alternates the Night and the
Day: verily, in this is indeed a lesson for those who have
insight!).
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And here we are witnessing the bitterness of winter with its
excessive cold; to remind us of one of the remarkable
signs of Allah, and of His great wisdom!
The poet said: / )
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And in everything there‘s a sign - indicating that He is one
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And from the wisdom on the cold of winter: that it has
benefits for people; Ibn al-Qayyim said: (In winter, the
heat sinks inside the earth and the mountains; so
fruits are growing, and the air is condensed; Then
there will be brought forth clouds, rain, snow, and hail
that bring life to the earth and its inhabitants).
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And the cold of winter came to remind us of the favors of
Allah upon us, from the houses and the clothes which
protect us; Allah says: (And the cattle, He has created
for you; in them there is warmth (warm clothing) and
[numerous] benefits). Al-Baghawi said: “in them there is
warmth” meaning: from their wool and hair, from which
clothes and furnishings are made to keep you warm).
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And winter is the bellevers sprlng. its nlghts are long, so
the believer stood for prayer, and its days are short, so the
believer fasted during these short days! He = said: (The
cold booty is Fasting in winter),
*Literally, ‘the cold booty.” means in winter one does not
suffer from hunger and thirst as in summer.
Ibn Masoud said: (Welcome to winter: within it,
blessings descend, the nights are long for standing in
prayer, and the days are short for fasting).
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Al Imaam Ibn Rajab said: (But winter was the spring of
the believer, because he grazes in it in the gardens of
obedience, as the cattle graze in the spring pastures;
So they will be gain good weight, and their bodies will
be reformed; Likewise, the religion of the believer is
corrected in the winter; The believer is able to fast
during the day without hardship, and as for praying
during the winter nights, for the length of the nights, it
is possible for the soul to take its share of sleep, and
then get up).
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And that is why one of the U followers of the
companions said at his death: (I do not weep for your
Dunia (worldly life) out of desire for it, but | weep for
the thirst of the hawjar (i.e. fasting the hot days) and
Praying in the winter’s nights!).
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Among the virtues of winter is that it reminds us of the
freezing of Hell, so we must seek refuge from it! He %
said: (The (Hell) Fire complained to its Lord saying, ‘O
my Lord! My different parts eat up each other.’ So, He
allowed it to take two breaths, one in the winter and
the other in summer, and this is the reason for
extreme heat (in summer) and extreme cold (in
winter), Allah said: (This - so let them taste it - Hamim
(extreme heat) and Ghassaq (extreme cold).), Ibn
Abbas said: (Al-Ghassaq: It is the Zamharir (so intensely
cold that it is unbearable) that burns them with its frost,
just as fire burns them with its heat.)
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And ablution in the cold expiates bad deeds, and raises
ranks! He # said: (Shall | not tell you something by
which Allah erases the sins and elevates the ranks (in
Jannah)." The Companions said: "Yes (please tell us),
O Messenger of Allah." He said, "Performing the
Wudu' properly in spite of difficult circumstances).
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The Muslim leaves his bed for the Fajr prayer, despite the
extreme cold and cumbersome sleep; Because he fears
the freezing of hell! Allah says: (They arise from [their]
beds; they supplicate to their Lord in fear and hope,
and from what We have provided them, they spend).
Ibn Katheer said: (they pray the voluntary night prayer
and forego sleep and resting on a comfortable bed.)
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Dear Muslims: If people flee from the cold of this world
with clothing and blankets, have we fled from the freezing
of Hell with “the clothing of Tagwa”?! It is this clothing that
continues with the servant, does not wear out or perishes,
and it protects you from the freezing of Hell!
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And let us remember with this excessive cold; the bliss of
the people of Heaven!, Allah the Almighty said: describing
their condition ([They will be] reclining therein on
adorned couches. They will not see therein any
[burning] sun or [freezing] cold), Ibn Katheer said: (i.e.,
there will be no disturbing heat with them, nor any
painful cold, rather there will only Be one climate that
will be always and eternal and they will not want it to
be changed.)
